Visitors 

 Parking available at the CHSLD or on 

surrounding streets. 

 No electric vehicle charging station. 

 Visitors allowed at any time. 

 For security reasons, the main doors are 

locked from 8 p.m. to 8 a.m. During these 

hours, ring the bell and someone will unlock 

the door. 

 You may leave your personal effects (boots, 

coat, bag, etc.) in your loved one’s room.  

Services and amenities 

 You may book the conference room in the 

basement for family gatherings. Speak to 

the receptionist. 

 Food service for residents and their loved 

ones is available daily. It is recommended to 

order meals in advance. ($)* 

 Laundry is sent out (external supplier) once 

a week and includes labeling. 

Physical premises 

 The reception desk is located at the main 

entrance. 

 There is a smoking room reserved for 

residents on the 2nd floor. It is located in the 

small hallway behind the nurses’ station and 

fits only one person at a time. 

Family message board 

 The calendar of recreational activities is 

posted in the elevator and at the nurses’ 

stations on each floor. 

 Paper copies are available at reception. 

 A monthly newsletter is sent out by the 

residents’ committee by email or delivered 

to the residents’ rooms. 

 Information about the residents’ committee 

can be found near the residents’ committee 

room.  

Hairdresser and barber ($)* 

 A hairdresser visits the CHSLD once a 

week, by appointment only. Speak to your 

nurse for more information.
